Area to develop Action taken: 
Some pupils in Nelson did not know how to 
report concerns they had.  

• The Year 4 curriculum was adapted to 
increase PSHE provision to promote 
discussion on feeling safe and reporting 
concerns. 

• The strategy of the Listening Trees was 
revised, so that children knew where to 
find their leaf, where to post their leaf and 
how they would be supported with 
concerns.  

• Children in Nelson were consulted on
